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Every Christmas party the Chapter has a White Elephant

gift exchange. Here are the rules.  

Bring a wrapped gift valued around $25.00.  

Check in your gift with a chapter officer and you will be

given a number. If you choose not to bring in a gift, that’s

ok, however you will not be able to be part of the drawing if

you don’t bring a gift.  

Numbers will be randomly pulled from a “hat”.  

In this example there are ten gifts and therefore ten

numbers will be drawn one at a time. The person who

holds the number called first picks first. The next number

called then picks a gift or takes the gift from whoever

picked first. If the person picking second picks number

one’s gift number one can pick again. Once a gift has

“moved“ three times it is frozen out and off the board and

cannot be taken by any other participant. The person

holding last number called can pick the last remaining gift

or take one from any of the already chosen gifts that have

not been frozen out. If he chooses to take a gift from

someone else, then the person who lost a gift can choose

to take from any remaining unfrozen gifts.
