without hiring a licensed electrician.

IPSSA members emailed, faxed and called in an 
overwhelming number.  
It appears that we have been able to convince 
the committee to move the bill forward to the 
floor of the House.  
The next step will be to get a vote on the House 
floor in favor of HB1973. 
We will keep you updated as best as we can.

From the President, 
 Looks like summer is here, again, ok. We 
had nearly 7 months of “off” weather. Now it’s 
time to clean all our filters and repair the 
cleaners. How many of you “cheat” on cleaning 
those D.E. filters and not take then apart?  
Shame on you! If you are going to take the time 
to get them open, clean them properly, and do 
not forget to take the backwash assembly apart 
and re-lube the o-rings. And yes, take the drain 
plug out and clean the tank as well, that goes 
for cartridge filters as well.  Remember that a 
clean filter will reduce the amount of chlorine 
required to keep the pool sanitized. With the 
temp’s reaching 90 now it will not be long 
before we are at full chlorine levels. Also check 
for signs that ducks might be using the pool as 
a toilet. This is not a good thing. They bring in 
all sorts of bacteria that you do not want in the 
pool. It is also a good idea to check the 
Phosphate levels as a reading over 100 will 
cause you not to have a chlorine reading and 
algae all over. Our chapter supporters have 
some great products for getting rid of the 
effects from fertilizer.

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Strawberry Shortcake Recipe  
INGREDIENTS 

Strawberries and whipping cream: 

3 baskets of fresh strawberries 

1/2 cup sugar 

Whipping cream 

Vanilla 

METHOD 

Remove the stems from the strawberries. Slice 
into thin (1/4" to 1/8") slices. Put into a large 
bowl. Add 1/4 cup to 1/2 cup of sugar 
(depending on how sweet the strawberries are 
to begin with) and mix into the strawberries. 
Set aside at room temperature to macerate 
(which means that the sugar will soften the 
strawberries and help release their juices). 

After the strawberries have been sitting for 20 
minutes or so, take a potato masher and mash 
them a little. Not too much, just enough to get 
more juice out of them.  

Whip the cream, adding a drop or two of 
vanilla and a teaspoon of sugar. 

To serve, break up one biscuit per person into 
big pieces into a bowl. Ladle strawberries over 
the biscuit. Add a dolop of whipped cream. 

 
Biscuits from scratch 

3 cups all purpose flour 

3 Tbsp granulated sugar 

1 1/2 Tbsp baking powder 

3/4 teaspoon salt 

12 Tbsp cold unsalted butter, cut into 

small pieces 

1 1/2 cups heavy cream 

1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla extract 

Sift the flour, sugar, baking powder, and  

salt into a large bowl. Toss with a fork to 
combine. Cut the butter into the flour mixture 
with a pastry cutter or a fork until the largest 
pieces of butter are the size of peas. (Or pulse 
several times in a food processor.) Combine 
the cream and vanilla in a liquid measure.

Strawberry Shortcake Recipe  

Make a well in the center of the flour and pour 
the cream mixture into the well. Mix with a fork 
until the dough is evenly moistened and just 
combined; it should look shaggy and still feel a 
little dry. Gently knead by hand five or six times 
to create a loose ball.  

Turn the dough out onto a lightly floured work 
surface and pat it into an 8-inch square, 3/4 to 1 
inch thick. Transfer the dough to a baking sheet 
lined with parchment or silpat, cover with plastic 
and chill for 20 minutes in the refrigerator. Heat 
the oven to 425ºF. Remove the dough from 
refrigerator. Cut the dough into 9 even squares 
and spread them about 2 inches apart from each 
other on the baking sheet. Bake until the biscuits 
are medium golden brown, 18 to 20 minutes.
